What is a Safer Neighbourhood?


A safer neighbourhood team (SNT) means a dedicated team of police officers for your community. It is a truly local policing style and it enables you to work with your local police officers and partners to identify and tackle issues of concern within your neighbourhood. The aim of an (SNT) is to listen and talk to you, and find out what affects your daily life and feelings of security. These might be issues such as anti-social behaviour, graffiti, noisy neighbourhoods, yobs or vandalism. Then, they work in partnership with you and other agencies to find a lasting solution. 


Safer Neighbourhoods teams are dedicated to your community and are additional to other policing teams and units in London. If you have concerns about day-to -day crime and disorder issues, or if you would like to get involved please contact us.

Lock it or loose it !


Bicycle theft has doubled in the UK since the mid 1990s with over half a million bikes currently stolen every tear.


Below we list some of the ways you can reduce the chances of your bike being stolen:


Make a note of the bike’s frame number and register the details at � HYPERLINK "http://www.immobilise.com" ��www.immobilise.com�


Take a picture of your bike and keep it in a safe place. 


Take out insurance to cover the bike against theft, loss or damage.


Never leave your bike unlocked


Only use a good quality D-lock.  A poor quality lock can be easily sawn through or bolt cropped in seconds.


Always lock your bike to an immovable object and make it as difficult as possible to get to the lock with tools – try not to leave room for the jaws of a bolt cropper to operate.

What’s happening on Grove Ward?





Your team have had a busy few months and are currently involved in “Operation Black Swan”, which has been set up following a spate of incidents of criminal damage whereby Motor Vehicles are being damaged with a corrosive substance.  Incidents of this type have occurred throughout the borough and if you have any information regarding this matter please let us know. 





Efforts to reduce night-time disorder in the town centre have proved a success.  Working closely with the nightclub managers and Kingston Council has seen glasses & bottles being replaced with plastic alternatives.  Regular licensing visits and liaison with door staff has made an impact on the reduction, along with designated cab ranks, assisting with the dispersal and safe onward travel of visitors to the town. 





An Anti Social Behaviour Order was successfully obtained on a member of the community, who caused thousands of pounds worth of damages to vehicles within Grove Ward.  The order runs for two years and part of the order prohibits him from entering areas of Grove Ward.





“Operation Vitha” has to date seen the arrests of thirteen Class A drug dealers.  Many of the dealers were travelling from outside the borough and dealing to persons on our ward.  One of the dealers has received a custodial sentence of four years and nine months and the others are currently awaiting sentencing.

Community Pay Back Scheme. 


Community Pay Back is a scheme where offenders work to improve resident’s quality of life. The works aims to provide the participants with life skills to prevent re-offending. 


The scheme is run by SNT’s alongside the probation service and Kingston council.


Offenders have already been tasked in Grove Ward with removing graffiti & litter in Down Hall Road, Kingston.
