GUIDANCE TO MAKING REPRESENTATIONS

The protection of local residents is given a central place in the Licensing Act.  When an application is made for a new licence, or a variation of an existing licence interested parties are free to make relevant and reasonable representations.

Interested Parties are defined as

· A person living in the vicinity of the premises

· A body representing persons who live in that vicinity

· A person involved in a business in that vicinity

· A body representing persons involved in such businesses

Relevant Representations

Only representations that are about the likely effect of the grant of the premise licence on the promotion of the licensing objectives will be considered.  Those that are considered vexatious, frivolous or repetitious will not.

Please note that representations MUST be in writing and that anonymous correspondence will not be taken into consideration.  Also, that copies of all representations will be supplied in full to the applicant.  They will also comprise part of the public papers for the Committee hearing and be freely available to the press.  

Representations made to Licensing Authorities by interested parties and addressed to the Licensing Section, Royal Borough of Kingston, Guildhall Kingston upon Thames, Surrey KT1 1EU.  Correspondence can be sent at anytime up to and including twenty working days.  The twenty working days starts the day after the application was given.  Representations made after this date will not be considered.

Interested parties may also apply to the Licensing Authority for a review of the Premises Licence at any time.  However, such applications can be rejected by the Licensing Authority if they are frivolous, vexatious or repetitious.
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
